-Introduction-

-The Campaign-

At the start, the German High Command give you the opportunity of join the Army Group A in the main advance on France or to join the Army Group B and go to the advance into the Low Countries.

In both cases, the scenarios are strongly different, for example in the Low Countries you may manage airbornes (Rotterdam... Eben-Emael...), and other special operations, and in France you will learn to use the BlitzKrieg in order to destroy the French army and the B.E.F. 
To install the campaign you may unzip the files from english_campaign.zip into your main SCENARIO folder.

The next scenarios can be played either as multiplayer, singleplayer or by PBEM, the scenario are Arras, Grebbe Line, Rotterdam and Sedan 1940.
-E-file-
Unzip all files in ''adler_equip_v6.zip'' into your main Pg2 folder.
